1 Officials at a Queens mall solved their pigeon 
infestation by blasting the sounds of more 
aggressive birds. A recording of screeching 
macaws is played at a third floor atrium 
leading to Bed, Bath & Beyond, an area where 
pigeons had roosted in the rafters and made a 
mess according to nearby store workers.

3  Michael Perlman, who visits the mall weekly, said that he never even 
noticed any pigeons in the enclave before the noise began and that he’d take 
a few pooping pigeons over the current clamor. “I appreciate birds,” he noted. 
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
